The Twentieth Century Military Sites of Wales Project
This presentation will focus on the study, presentation and conservation of twentieth century military sites in Wales. It will briefly introduce the character of military usage in Wales using selected examples to demonstrate the range of structures that were built and what survives.
The early development of the study of this subject and the impact of the Defence of Britain project in Wales will be described, as will the work of the Twentieth Century Military Sites Working Group, which was established at the behest of the Ancient Monuments Board for Wales in 2003. Cadw’s approach to designating twentieth century military sites and the results of this endeavour to date will be explained, together with more recent outreach activities.
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
